Renting out Your Apartment
If you decide to rent out your apartment, here are some things you should know.
1. The lease requires you to seek permission each time you rent out your apartment and to register your tenant (provide names and contact details)
2. You can do this by:-
· completing the Application to Underlet and Tenancy Registration Form which is on the website.  It should be sent to the Managing Agent as soon as you have a new tenant confirmed and should include every individual who will be living in your apartment.
· forwarding a copy of the Tenancy Agreement once it is ready.

There is no fee at the moment, but this may be introduced at some stage.
3. To gain permission you will need to have a Selective Landlord License from the City Council or be in the process of acquiring one and you will need to have a nominated Property Manager (this is a Nottingham City Council mandatory requirement).
4. Houses of Multiple Occupancy are not permitted on this site and so you must be careful who you rent your apartment to.  See the Nottingham City Council website for the rules.
5. It is much easier to get permission if you are using a letting agent.
6. You should provide a copy of the lease Regulations to your letting agent and ask them to include it in the Tenancy Agreement.
7. Be very careful with pets as they need separate permission and there may be conditions.
8. Provide a copy of the Residents’ Handbook to your tenant.
